Below is a list of ways in which you can become more involved in the Club and maybe make some new friends along the way.
Volunteer Register:
Our club is often asked to attend Community Festivals, Environmental Fairs and other events.  These are wonderful opportunities to educate and stimulate an interest in our club.  It gives us opportunities to promote our club and recruit new members.  Without new members our club will not grow. Our newsletter is collated on the third Tuesday of each month at the FNCV hall, by a handful of dedicated volunteers.  The saying “Many hands make light work” certainly applies here. Folding starts around 1.00pm and usually takes only 2 – 3 hours.  Come along, have a cup of tea, a biscuit and a chat while you help provide this vital communication link for our club.

FNCV Library:

Our Library is only open on Tuesdays 11.00am – 2.00pm.  At present we have a team of four people, who deal with the weekly running of the library, and maintenance of the archive collection. From time to time extra assistance is needed, and anyone with appropriate skills would be welcome. This would be for 2 -3 hours on a Tuesday as needed.

Join the FNCV Council:

The Council meets for two hours on the 4th Monday of each month at 7.30pm. All members are welcome to nominate for the Council at the AGM in May or fill vacancies as they arise. This is a chance to have your say on the running of the club and become involved in the decision-making processes.

You can become more involved in your SIG by offering to help organise a camp or excursion, by inviting a guest speaker, or by writing up reports or talks.
